Play Area Update

Since taking on the three new play areas at
Spinning Path Gardens, Fulda Crescent and
Greenway, the Town Council has taken its new
areas of responsibility seriously and, after a
successful public consultation, has been
making some positive improvements.

This has included new signage at all three
sites, a new fence and the clearing of over-
growth at Fulda Crescent as well as the instal-
lation of a bin at Spinning Path Gardens.
